EUPA Development Fund: A new initiative.

Purpose: 

· To develop the sport of ultimate in Edmonton. 

· To support players attending out-of-town tournaments. 

· To promote the development and growth of ultimate players in Edmonton by providing financial support.

Process:

Individuals wishing to apply to the EUPA Development Fund must submit a proposal by the application deadline of the year they are requesting support for their tournament attendance. Proposals must include:

1. Reasons why EUPA should fund the candidate;

2. Planned contribution to ultimate in the community and ultimate outreach;

3. Tournaments the candidate is proposing to attend (dates, locations, team, division), plus a summary breakdown of costs (travel, entry fees, accommodation, other costs);

4. The proposal should also include the total amount requested from EUPA. 

The Development Fund will consider cost-sharing with candidates (i.e., covering 50% of the cost of attending each tournament) up to a maximum of $500 per person. 

Selection Criteria:

Individuals will be awarded funds based on merit. The evaluation panel will take into account the following when assessing players for funding:

· Contributions towards Edmonton Ultimate, past and proposed in future (Volunteer work, involvement at clinics, etc.)

· Participation in EUPA events

· Demonstration of leadership abilities

· Promotion/introduction of ultimate to others

· Exposure of events proposed to attend (location, calibre of tournament)

· Dates of previous successful applications to the EUPA Development Fund (individuals are unlikely to be funded multiple years in a row)

Since Spirit of the Game is a cornerstone for the sport of ultimate, this will also be taken into account. Please note that the above are guidelines to the selection criteria. 

Please also note that less consideration will be placed for activities undertaken for other grants (i.e., TTCA). 

For successful applications:

If successful, the evaluation panel will make the results of successful candidates known within one month of the application deadline and cheques will follow. Successful players will be required to submit an end of season report by September 15th in the year of application. The report should include tournaments attended, standing in tournaments, summary of expenses, outreach and community contributions (approximately 1 page).
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
